Advice - Consumer, debt, benefits, council tax, reducing fuel bills, housing and employment.

Education and training - Our local colleges and universities offer a range of Further Education and
Higher Education courses and training opportunities as well as employability support.

Employability and skills - Intensive support to remove barriers into employment or fraining. One
to one or group support for help with CVs, interviews, training opportunities and other employability
needs. Weekly work clubs with full support and access to computer to focus on job hunting.
